COLEY





Robert Coley Scott was the second born in a family of six boys and two girls.





First a little history.  We will start with J. Newt Scott & Ruby Lillian Woods.  There is much history that precedes this union, but we don’t have enough time.  Besides all I know comes from one all too brief story that Pop and Uncle Allen pieced together some years ago.  I only wish I knew where the original handwritten manuscript is.  There is some transcribing confusion that might be corrected, then again, maybe not.





James Newton Scott was born on December 18, 1871 in Montgomery, Arkansas.


	He was one of 11 children.


Ruby Lillian Woods as born January 1, 1875 in Bienville Parish, Louisiana


	She was one of 10 children.





J. Newt & Ruby Lillian were married in Brown County December 6, 1894.





Their first farm was the Womack place, 14mi. NE of Brownwood, near the Jenkins Spring and Lone Oak Community.  This home place became known as the bull farm as William Turney, Robert Coley, John Allen, Twins: James Elbert & Alexander Delbert were all born there.  Laura Dee came along and was the first girl.  Robert Coley was born on June 21, 1901.  Since this is about Coley, the other birthdates are omitted but are recorded in the narrative.





The second farm was the Brown Place.  Location uncertain.  Near the Womack Place I think.  They moved there in 1911.





The third place was the Bryson Ranch.  Moved there in mid-December 1914 and stayed there until 1916 (there is question about this year).  Grandmother Scott seemed to think of this place as home.  Brown and Newty were born there.





The fourth place was the Kelly place on the Comanche-Hamilton Road.  1915 or 16 until 1918.








In 1923, Coley went to Brantley Draughn Business College in Fort Worth.  That pretty much marked the end of his farming career.





The fifth place was back to the Bryson Ranch in October of 1918.  Stayed there until 1937.





By then the children were all married and were starting and rearing their respective families.  Grandmother and Granddad Scott moved several more times. Next place (Ward?) was west of Sidney until 1938.  then moved to the Steele place, 1938-1940.  Retired from farming in 1940.





James Newton (J. Newt) Scott died September 23, 1949.


Ruby Lillian Woods Scott died May 2, 1952.





During this time, from the narrative it was generally hard work and much of it was hardscrabble.  The automobile appeared, as did the airplane, telephone and electricity.  The roads went from dirt paths to gravel roads to paved highways.





Read pages mid 35 through 36 of the Coley/Allen narrative.





That wraps it up to some point in the past.





Before I quit, let me suggest that this narrative needs to be expanded on.  For example if a descendent from each of the original children could prepare a narrative of their recollections of their parents and some of their own growing-up experiences.  Just imagine if you will the kind of story that could be put together describing the Scott Family.  Don’t for a moment leave out the spouses, as they are a vital part of the picture to be portrayed.   Somewhere in the narrative Coley said, “there were no sister-in-laws or brother-in-laws, they all became a part of the expanded list of sisters and brothers.
